Drawings or paintings may be
produced in crayon, watercolor, acrylic
or oil paint, colored pencil, indelible
marker pen, felt-tip pen, soft ballpoint
pen or any similar indelible medium.
The following types of art will not be
accepted: computer-generated
graphics, pencil, charcoal, oil crayon,
chalk or collage work involving the use
of photocopies.
